When collecting your child, please bear in mind that finishing times may vary from the
advertised times and there may be a short wait. Please plan for this possibility. We ask for your
cooperation and patience if this happens. Please let the adults in charge know if you decide to take
your child home.

Parents who are unable to collect their children from the festival should collect them from school.
Please collect children in the choir from school by 5.30pm.
